NEW LOCK  

POLICY 

KML's new policy regarding the 

locks for gym/sports lockers was 

inadvertently omitted from our   

earlier publications this year.        

Because the previous system of  

distributing, returning, and then  

redistributing, charging and then 

crediting accounts for loose locks 

was requiring an excessive amount of manpower, the 

following changes were introduced beginning with this 

school year: 

Locks for gym/sports lockers will continue to be        

available in the school office. Student accounts will be 

charged $5.00 per lock issued, and students will no    

longer turn the locks in at the end of the school year.  

The lock becomes the property of the student and can be 

used throughout their years at KML and beyond.  If a 

student forgets the combination, that information can be 

obtained from the school office. Locks other than those 

issued by the school office are prohibited and will be 

removed. 

Students were made aware of this new system when they    

obtained a lock from the office; however, we apologize 

for not alerting families to the change in a more timely 

manner. 

HAZARDOUS WEATHER 
 

Please listen to the radio and TV for any announcements 

about school closings or late starts and check media    

websites as well.  Because the public school districts    

provide busing for many of our students, whenever the 

public schools in West Bend close, KML will also close.  

We will make announcements about closings and late 

starts as early as possible.  You will also be notified 

through the PowerAnnouncement communication system. 
 

In the event that weather conditions change dramatically 

for the worse during the school day, the administration of 

KML will attempt to get buses to pick up our students 

earlier than the regular dismissal time.  This is not always 

possible, however, because the bus companies may not be 

able to find drivers.  Students who drive to school will be 

allowed to leave ONLY AFTER PARENTS CALL 

THE SCHOOL requesting that their child be allowed to 

leave early.  If the decision is made to close school early, 

the media will be contacted and an announcement will be 

made. 
 

Weather and road conditions can vary dramatically from 

one end of the federation to another.  Parents, if you   

haven’t heard a “late start” or a “closing” announcement 

before school, use your judgment in making a decision.  

The same holds true when deciding whether or not to 

have your child leave school early to head home.  In each 

case, when there is no school-wide announcement, the 

decision is yours.

This spring, April 11-13, a cast of about 15 students will be making recent KML history by presenting the first drama to be 

performed here in the past 20 years. The show will be Twelve Angry Jurors, adapted by Sherman Sergel, and based on the 

Emmy award-winning television movie by Reginald Rose (Twelve Angry Men).  
 

A 19-year-old man has just stood trial for the fatal stabbing of his father.  “He doesn’t stand a chance,” mutters the guard as he 

leads the jurors off to deliberate.  It looks like an open-and-shut case – until one of the jurors begins opening the others’ eyes 

to the facts.  “This is a remarkable thing about democracy,” says the foreign-born juror, “that we are notified by mail to come 

down to this place – and decide on the guilt or innocence of a man, of a man we have not known before.  We have nothing to 

gain or lose by our verdict.  We should not make it a personal thing.”  But personal it 

does become, with each juror revealing his or her own character as the various             

testimonies are re-examined, the murder is re-enacted, and a new murder threat is born 

before their eyes!  Tempers get short, arguments grow heated, and the jurors become 12 

angry jurors.  The final verdict and how it is reached – in tense scenes that will electrify 

you and keep you on the edge of your seats – add up to an exceptional piece of dramatic 

literature.
