HAZARDOUS WEATHER

Please listen to the radio and TV for any announcements
about school closings or late starts, and check media web-
sites as well. Because the public school districts provide
busing for many of our students, it is usually the case that
whenever the public schools in West Bend close, KML will
also close. We will make announcements about closings
and late starts as early as possible. Announcements for
school closings will be made over various radio stations and
television stations and their websites.

In the event that weather conditions change dramatically for
the worse during the school day, the administration of KML
will attempt to get buses to pick up our students earlier than
the regular dismissal time. This is not always possible, how-
ever, because the bus companies may not be able to find
drivers. Students who drive to school will be allowed to
leave ONLY AFTER PARENTS CALL THE SCHOOL
requesting that their child be allowed to leave early. If the
decision is made to close school early, the same media listed
above will be contacted and an announcement will be made.

Weather and road conditions can vary dramatically from
one end of the federation to the other. If you have not heard
a “late start” or a “closing” announcement before school,
you should use your best judgment in making a decision.
The same holds true when deciding whether or not to have
your child leave school early to head home. In every case,
when there is no school-wide announcement, the decision is
yours.
